CROSSOVER INSTRUCTION (2WAY)

e Connection

Use only the crossover that come with the Powerfcansiin full range series speaker
system. Use of any other crossover may result in damage to one or more of the
components; install under the dash, under the rear package shelf, or in the trunk,
However, they should not be located where they will be subjected to moisture; such as
in a leaky door. If possible, locate the crossovers closer to the speakers than the
amplifier.

Remove the crossover cover to gain access to the
scrw holes.

Use your thumb to push and lift one side the
cover as shown in the diagram.

Do not attempt to pry the cover off

. Use the uncovered crossover as a template to

mark the two screw holes.
Make sure there is enough clerance on the other
side of the mounting surface.

. Drill two 1/8" pilot holes for the screws and

install the crossovers.

. Cut the pre-run speaker wire to the correct length.

Attach spade lugs to the wire and connect to the
Crossover.

. Please fix crossover at the proper position, using

screws provided as shown in the left figure.

Mark the opposite end of each wire the same
way, but each wire should be marked differently;
For example; both ends of the left tweeter wire
have one piece of tape and both ends of the left
woofer wire have two pieces of tape.

Route the wires. For Doors; run the wires through
factory harnesses or existing holes, if possible. If
drilling new holes, file the edges and install
rubber gromimets to protect the wires against
abrasion. For Rear Deck; run the wires along the
door sils, lifting and replacing carpet as reqired

you may have to remove the rear seat to pass wires back to the rear.

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. Using mounting template for speaker, mark the

correct mounting location by a pencil or pen.

. Cut out the panel by this marking and drill 4

holes for the mounting bolts to pass through.

. Separate the punching metal from the grill
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frame.

Connect the terminal of speaker to car audio
correctly by using cord provided.

Caution: Be careful not to misconnect polarity

. Insert grill frame & speaker Unit in the speaket

mounting hole at the rear panel and fix speaker

with bolts & screws & nuts provided.

Put the purching metal back with the grill

frame.
